recipient will be required to submit a photo (jpeg format) and participate in 
the Scholars in the Spotlight: A New Orleans (LA) Chapter of The Links, 
Incorporated Celebration on Wednesday, April 15, 2026,  acknowledging scholarship 
recipients.  To be eligible for consideration, a scholarship applicant must:
 Be a United States Citizen and a resident of the Greater New Orleans area;

 Have a cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.0 or above on a 4.0 scale;

 Have a minimum SAT score of 1240 or ACT score of 19;

 Demonstrate positive community involvement and leadership; and

 Not be related to a member of The New Orleans (LA) Chapter of The Links,

Incorporated.
